This area is offered to the children on a daily basis and allows children to explore physical activity whilst using their imaginations; the construction zone also builds teamwork skills and communication. 
	The children now have more direction from an experienced adult and a wide variety of equipment to enhance and channel their physical activities. 

All children in year 6 have passed their swimming assessment for the academic year 23-24. 

This area has allowed children to explore their physical abilities through creative construction and imaginative exploration.

	1. Teaching staff are positively impacted as they are learning and being offered continuous professional development from a specialist coach; 
children are being taught by a sport specialist PE coach. 













2. The children will benefit from the range of sporting events offered by Rushcliffe SSP.
This allows teaching staff to develop further connections with other schools and share best practice.




3. Having specialised equipment will allow for children to be able to take part in activities with the correct equipment. We will be able to better facilitate their learning. 






4. Specialist Basketball Coach- ‘Jimmy Jumpshot’ will come to school and deliver specialised lessons to year 4,5,6 children. The children also are able to enter into a basketball ‘Mini-leaders competition’. 





5. Naomi offers yoga for the children in school from Yr R to Yr 6. She will be able to offer share ways to encourage a positive mental attitude. Year 6 chn also have support to manage their mental health/anxiety before the national assessments.


6. This action will impact all children taking part in the annual sports day, which has now changed to involve a more competitive element to previous years.
	1. Key Indicator 1- The teaching staff work alongside the FGS coach and develop their own knowledge and CPD.

Key indicator 2- The sports coach from FGS offers lunchtime clubs in areas that differ from the mainstream sports (eg boxing.) This encourages children to be more physically active and gain skills in a new area of PE.









2. Key indicator 1- SSP allows for the PE coordinator to develop their knowledge and understanding of physical education. This is then able to be passed on to the wider teaching staff. 
Key indicator 4 and 5- Rushcliffe SSP offers a range of sporting activities that expose children to new/a wider range of sporting opportunities such as pace ball. 

3. Key indicator 4- having the equipment accessible for the children means they have a more meaningful interaction with different sports. 










4. Key Indicator 5- children will be put into the Mini – leader tournament whereby they play other schools in a competitive environment. 
Key Indicator 2- children are offered more time to participate in physical activity. 






5. Key indicator 2- Naomi has come in annually and encourages the children to partake in yoga. She adapts her teaching style to suit all ages. 
Key indicator 3- this sport is used throughout the whole school as a method of wellbeing and mental health improvement. 
Key Indicator 4- children are exposed to a wider variety of sporting activities.   
6. Key Indicator 3- the profile of Sports day will be increased and it allows for children to get a better understanding of different athletic events and it also adds an element of competition.
Key indicator 5- children will compete in houses to win the Sports day Trophy. 
	1. Staff are continually developing their own understanding and can therefore give high quality lessons. 


















2. The links formed by the different schools will continue to develop. 










3. This equipment will be used for pe, sporting events and playtimes for future events. 










4. The skills that the children learn will be transferrable to other sports they will encounter throughout the PE curriculum. Important skills will be reinforced. 






5. The skills taught to the children, are ones they are able to use whenever needed (with or without direction). The instructor gives the children tools to help with daily problems/anxieties they may face.

	Children have received quality specialist coaching and been allowed the opportunities to learn different sports. The PE coach has also support extra-curricular events and run additional lunchtimes sporting clubs ensuring children are being more physically active. Staff CPD has also been further developed.

This opportunity has allowed for the children to experience more and a wider variety of sports. 
The sporting opportunities available have ranged from ball sports, such as Paceball, to Orienteering and Kayaking; a wider range of skills have been developed. The PE coordinator has also been able to meet and advance their CPD by going to meetings run by the RCC sporting partnership. 


The children love this opportunity and have a better understanding of basketball. It has also increased competitive spirit.

The whole school were able to enjoy and learn different wellbeing techniques from Naomi. The children were able to take away coping mechanisms for stress and relaxation. She makes the days enjoyable for all of the children. 


The purchase of the trophy was a great tool for supporting a competitive element between the ‘houses’. The children enjoyed the added element of competition.
	First Grade has supported the school greatly. Moving forward, more PE CPD will be implemented to ensure a secure knowledge of the PE curriculum and updated ways to teach PE.  I will also organise more sporting opportunities for as a whole school initiative. 


Utilising the partnership has had many benefits to the PE curriculum at Kinoulton. Continuing to use them will advance the sporting opportunities at the school for all year groups. 







This is an annual event and will continue in to 24-25 to encourage a love for the sport but also to allow for specialist coaching to occur.
